6001100(MECHANIC),  6201100(FLORAL) POWER AND CONSTRUCTION TE CHNOLOGY            1  CREDIT  
Engineering, maintenance, and repair are essential to the power and construction industry.  Students work with a variety of materials to develop skills necessary to build 
and repair equipment. Machining and welding are the foundations for this course. 

6001200  ENGINE TECHNOLOGY                             1  CREDIT  
Gasoline and diesel engines power our lives.  Students learn engine theory, service, and repair as they disassemble and reassemble 
engines.  Electrical, ignition, fuel, drive trains, and hydraulic system skills are learned to support student abilities in this ever-evolving in-
dustry. 

6001300 CONSTRUCTION TECHNOLOGY                  1  CREDIT

6002100 FLORAL DESIG N I                                     1  CREDIT  
Students will experience various topics related to the floral design industry.  These topics include: identifying varieties of flowers used in floral designs, how to make floral 
arrangements, what it takes to operate a flower shop and other related topics.  This course is recommended for 10th-12th graders.  

6002300(HORTICULTURE),  6102300(FLORAL) L ANDSCAPE DESIGN                                    1  CREDIT  

Landscape Design is an art and a science. Students learn artistic design principles and plant growth habits in order to create professional landscapes.  The installation 
and maintenance of designs at Hereford High School are core-learning activities.  

6002500 TURF MANAGEM ENT         1  CREDIT   
In this course students will be trained to work in a dynamic industry in which they will use their skills to satisfy the public's demand for green lawns and playable athletic 
fields. Grasses also play an important role in purifying and protecting the environment. Topics to be discussed are soils and fertilizers, irrigation practices, turf manage-
ment, and pesticide use and safety. 

6003100 AG BIOTECHNO LOGY          1  CREDIT  
 Students will explore this branch of technology to understand current systems that improve the agriculture industry.  Topics to be discussed are Genetic Engineering, 
Fertilization, Hydroponics, and Aquaculture just to name a few.   Students will be given the opportunity to explore topics on the Internet, perform laboratory experiments, 
and debate moral/legal issues. 

6003500   VETERINARY SCIENCE                            1  CREDIT  
This course is designed for students with a career interest in animal and veterinary sciences.  Students will be involved in an intensive study in the anatomy and physiol-
ogy of animals as well as and emphasis on the diagnosis and prevent of health problems.  Satisfactory completion of Animal & Equine Science is necessary.  

6004700 NATURAL RESO URCES AND WILDLIFE  MANAGEMENT                                        1  CREDIT  
Students will develop skills in managing fish and wildlife as a natural resource, including habitat requirements of species indigenous to the Middle Atlantic region.  Stu-
dents will identify life cycle information, feeding requirements, effects of pollutants, and methods of making land produce useful wildlife.  

6005100 ANIMAL AND E QUINE SCIENCE                  1  CREDIT  
This course focuses on the care of large and small animals, including animals used for food production, companionship, and laboratory purposes.  Topics covered in-
clude: nutrition, handling, housing, body systems, diseases, and genetics.  

6202200  FLORAL DESI GN I I                             1  CREDIT  
This advanced course promotes basic floral design skills as well as introduces new ones.  Students will develop designing skills in wedding work, funeral designs, and 
designing for special events.

This course provides opportunities for the student to develop introductory skills and abilities in creating art expressions. It is a basic foundation program for a 
concentrated study in art and satisfies the 1 credit for Fine Arts required for graduation. Emphasis is placed on drawing. This is a required course for any 
other art elective. Grade 9 students who complete  this course during the first semester may take an advanced art course during the second semester. 

4021000; 4021005 (G/T) ,  D.A.T.A (DESIGN, ART AND TECHNOLOGY APPLICATIONS)    1  C REDIT  
The student will explore career opportunities in a variety of graphic arts fields. Class time is split between the computer lab and the art studio. Emphasis is 
placed upon the development of skills and understandings in the following areas: design, illustration, advertising, and construction/display, and the use of 
graphic arts programs on the computer. Students should have successfully completed Fundamentals of Art.

This elective course places emphasis on painting and a variety of other media. This course is intended for students who have successfully completed Fundamentals of 
Art. 

4031200;4031204(H) ;  4031206 (AP),  STUDIO PRACTICE 2 ; STUDIO PRACTICE 2  H;  STUDIO 
PRACTICE 2 AP                                              1  CREDIT

4090105 ART INDEPEND ENT STUDY (G/T)                 1  CREDIT  
This course is for the students who want to continue to develop and refine their AP or college entrance portfolio.Teacher signature must be obtained to 
register for this course. 

4110105 DIGITAL ARTS I :  COMPOSITION AND DESIGN (G/T)     1  CREDIT  
This course provides the foundation for Intermedia and aexamines the elements of art and principles of design as they relate to the studies of graphic design, 
illustration, and visual communication.  Students will maintain a portfolio of work in both traditional and electronic format.  Teacher signature must be ob-
tained to register for this course.

3502000 KEYBOARDING AND APPLICATIONS  1 CREDIT  
The major purpose of this course is to provide students with touch keyboarding skill and to develop entry level skills in using a word processing software program.  This 
course develops basic skills in letter, simple table, memorandum and report formatting.  Students are required to apply decision-making skills to a variety of document 
formatting.  .  
 
3503100 PRINCIPLES OF BUSINESS  ADMINISTRATION AND MANAGEMENT                1  CREDIT  
This course is designed to be a completer requirement for students enrolled in either the Business Management or Finance & Accounting Cluster.  This course presents 
an overview of the foundations of business organization, communication, and human resource skills necessary to prepare students to be productive and successful in 
the business world.  This course is required for all business completer programs. 
 
3520000 PRINCIPLES OF ACCOUNTING                   1  CREDIT  
Accounting principles are emphasized in this course.  The course is designed for the student who wants to major in business administration in college.  This course will 
provide additional closing and adjusting entry transactions as well as an increase in the analysis of financial statements.  This course is a combination of Accounting 1 
and Accounting 2 

3535206  AP JAVA A LEVEL 1                                 1  CREDIT  
This course is an introductory course in computer science.  The content is a subset of the content of the AP JAVA AB Level 2 course.  The course emphasizes object-
oriented programming methodology with a concentration on problem solving and algorithm development and is meant to be the equivalent of a first semester college 
level course in Computer Science.  It also includes the study of data structures, design, and abstraction.  The course is designed for students in honors or GT math.  
Interested students should complete both Level 1 and Level 2 in one year.                      APPROVAL OF TEACHER REQUIRED 

3535406 AP JAVA AB LEVEL 2                                 1  CREDIT  
This course includes all the topics of AP JAVA A Level 1, as well as a more formal and in-depth study of algorithms, data structures, design, and abstraction.  It also 
includes an in-depth study of the AP Marine Biology Simulation Case Study, which was designed to help students read and understand a large program consisting of 
several classes and interacting objects.  The course is designed for students in honors or GT math.  Interested students should complete both Level 1 and Level 2 in 
one year.      APPROVAL OF TEACHER REQUIRED 
 
3536100 E-BUSINESS TECHNOLOGY                      .5  CREDIT  
This course will teach students that e-business is an essential component of the evolving economy.  The goal of this curriculum is to teach students to embrace new 
technologies in e-business, preparing them for their continuing education and making them more valuable employees. 

3536304 WEB PAGE DES IGN .                                 .5  CREDIT  
This is a new course that is designed to give students the skills and knowledge necessary to create web pages and web sites.  

3543000 ENTREPRENEURSHIP                               .5  CREDIT  
This course explores how to start, finance, manage, and market your own business. This course is also a choice for the Child Development completer. 

3546500 FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT USING SOFTWARE APPLICATIONS                         1  CREDIT  
Financial Management Using Software Applications provides students with the knowledge and practice they need to make informed financial decisions and to success-
fully manage financial resources for a business. Banking, investing, borrowing, and risk management (insurance) are core content areas of this course. Students will 
gain knowledge and understanding of revenue, expenses, credit, and money management to enable them to make informed decisions in a highly technical and com-
petitive society. Students will gain competencies in software using Microsoft applications and other financial software. Financial management is a skill that is essential in 
all business environments.

Prerequisite: None. Speech I is concerned with personal and group interaction, the basic psychology of communication, public speaking to inform and per-
suade, problem solving techniques, effective listening, and oral and dramatic interpretation of literature. This is not a speech therapy course. 

1025204 (HONORS)   SPEECH I I                        1  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: Speech I. This advanced course encompasses oral interpretation, extemporaneous speech, and debate. Its objective is to improve skills in crea-
tive thinking, research, logic, and argumentation. Students are required to participate in competitive speech activities. 

1013600 INTRO TO CREATIVE WRITING                 1  CREDIT         
1013700 INTRO TO CREATIVE WRITING                 .5  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: None. This course introduces all aspects of creative writing, including poems, short stories, short plays, and essays. 

1014204 (HONORS)  ADV ANCED CREATIVE WRITING                1  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: Introduction to Creative Writing. This course will focus on advanced skills in writing sketches, short stories, plays, poetry, and essays. 

1093205 (GT) WRITING SEMINAR                          1  CREDIT 
Prerequisite: Advanced Creative Writing. This course will focus on the development of advanced writing skills. With the teacher as a mentor, students will 
focus on  their own writing style and voice as a writer. Permission of teacher required 

1092100   LITERATURE SEMINAR                          .5  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: None. This course involves class sharing of personal response and literary analysis of student-selected and assigned readings in a seminar set-
ting. Depending on student interest, readings may focus on a particular genre such as sports, popular fiction, horror/mystery, fantasy/science fiction, or literature 
and film.   

1092605  (G/T)  ADV.  L ITERATURE SEMINAR          1  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: Literary Seminar. This course focuses on applying a variety of accepted literary critical approaches to the analysis of student-selected and 
assigned literary works in a seminar setting.  Some research will be conducted on published critical reviews of the studied works.   

1070004  FILM APPRECIATION AND CRITICISM               .5  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: None.  This elective offers students the opportunity to engage critically with visual text by addressing cinematic reading strategies and textual 
analysis. 

1093400  COLLEGE READINESS: WRITING                  .5  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: None.  This course focuses on strengthening writing and grammar/usage/mechanics skills for college readiness. Students who are planning to 
attend a community college should enroll in this course as it prepares students for the Accuplacer test which is used for placement at the community colleges. 

1093600 COLLEGE READINESS: READING                    .5  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: None.  This course focuses on strengthening reading skills for college readiness. Students who are planning to attend a community college should 
enroll in this course as it prepares students for the Accuplacer test which is used for placement at the community colleges. 
 

Family Studies 
The Family Studies program at Hereford High School helps students to become contributing members of the com-
munity by developing their practical and effective interpersonal communication and problem solving skills. The de-
partment also offers a career completer with in the family studies program. The purposes of the family studies career 
completer/Tech. Prep programs are to prepare students for admission to related education programs at community 
colleges and universities as well as entry level positions in specific job areas. Students who complete programs with 
3.0 average are eligible to earn articulated credit at the community college level. Students must take all three courses 
and complete a 1 credit internship through School to Career. 

6602000  CHILD DEVELOPMENT ERP I                           1  CREDIT  
This course focuses on helping students to develop the skills needed for successful parenting. A complete knowledge of child development principles and study 
of discipline and guidance techniques are a major emphasis. As a means of developing the skills needed for parenting, students plan and carry out activities in a 
child development lab for preschoolers. This one credit course is a requirement for the Child Care Services  completer or may be taken as an elective.

6602104 CHILD DEVELO PMENT I I /ERP I I                               1  CREDIT    
This is an advanced course that may be taken for honors credit and is a continuation of the study begun in ERP I. Developmental stages of the toddler, the 
school age child, and the special needs child are studied. Since this course is intended as a step toward a career related to children, learning theories and meth-
ods are materials of teaching young children are a focus. Application of skills is continued in working in a child development lab situation. This one credit course is 
a requirement for the Child Care Services  completer or may be taken as an elective. 

6603000  NUTRITION A ND FOODS                              1  CREDIT  
This is a one-credit course designed with the intent to provide students with the skills to make intelligent decisions concerning food choices. Activities, including 
cooking laboratory experiences, provide the opportunity to fully examine the nutritional, cultural, psychological, social and ecological dimensions of eating habits.  
Grades 10, 11 or 12 only.

The mathematics program at Hereford High School is designed to provide all students with the opportunity to 
broaden their understanding of mathematics and to prepare them to be successful in their future education and ca-
reers.  Students should choose the mathematics sequence which best matches their ability and future plans.  Stu-
dents who are presently identified as GT or are recommended for Honors mathematics classes are expected to earn 
a grade of B or higher to continue in that sequence of courses.

No matter what your tastes are in music, there is a class for everyone. 

4514000   MUSIC FOR L IFE        1  CREDIT  
This is a course open to all students regardless of musical background. Students explore the elements of music that will enable them to create and perform their own music.  
Included are experiences with keyboards, percussion, music and film, and music composition.  Students will examine a variety of music including pop, jazz, blues, classical, 
rock and Broadway and also learn piano and music writing techniques.  Successful completion satisfies the fine arts graduation requirement. 

4520200 CONCERT BAND 9 A/B                   1  CREDIT  
Open to all 9th grade students with an interest in instrumental music and some proficiency on a band instrument.  This fulfills the fine arts credit required for graduation. Stu-
dents will alternate with Phys. Ed.9 

4520404 SYMPHONIC WINDS A/B HONORS                   1  CREDIT  
This band is designed for the student who has at least one credit of high school band. It will provide opportunities for in depth development of musical knowledge and skills.  

4524100 JAZZ ENSEMBL E  A/B                    1  CREDIT  
This is an auditioned group made up of trumpets, trombones, saxophones, piano, percussion, bass and guitar. Students in this ensemble must be in enrolled in a per-
forming ensemble class. Exceptions will be made based on instrumentation.  This fulfills the fine arts credit required for graduation. 

4527100  CLASS PIANO  A/B                1  CREDIT  
Students in grades 10-12 interested in learning and developing beginning piano skills should register for this course.  Reading music notation, theory, and music elements 
are taught along with piano literature.  

4528100 GUITAR 1                              1  CREDIT  
Learn to read and play music on the guitar. An acoustic guitar is provided for each student.  This class satisfies the fine arts requirement. 

4528200 GUITAR 2                               1  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: Guitar I Develop skills using the elements of music, including reading, writing and playing standard music notation and tab notation. Ear training and advanced 
performance techniques are also addressed.

Students who have taken this course in 
the past have seen dramatic improvements in their SAT I scores.  All students taking the course should sign up for and take the SAT I on the testing date closest 
to the ending date of the course.  For more information see your counselor or Mrs. Fucile, the SAT coordinator.  This course is open to students in grades 11 and 
12 and  may only be taken in terms 3 or 4 of the junior year or term one of the senior year.   
 

School To Career Transition  
The School To Career Transition Program consists of the following:  

Work Experience Program for grades 10 through 12 

This is a continuum program.  A student may apply for work experience during registration of any school year.  Some students 
elect the work experience program as part of their high school experience for all 3 years, grades 10 through 12.  Others do not 
enter until 11th grade, and some not until their senior year. All students must complete an application and be interviewed by the 
teacher-coordinator to gain access to the program. A parent-student-teacher conference is held to determine if the program is 
appropriate for each student.  Students receive on the job skills and high school credits for their work-study experience. 

Grade 10 is the Career Oriented Program (8910900) During this year, the student concentrates on career exploration activi-
ties.  Students are given a variety of w ork experiences in order to ascertain those career areas best suited to the studentõs apti-
tudes, interests and skills.  Students under 16 years of age may work only in volunteer positions for academic credit. (2 credits for 
full year successful completion)  

Grades 11 is level one of the Diversified Occupations Programs (89.1190.0)  Students are focusing on career preparation 
activities and are more knowledgeable about particular career areas of interest to them. Most students acquire paid positions as 
well as earn credit for this experience 

Grade 12 is a completer program for seniors. It includes a one-credit class, Occupational Preparation 
(86.1210.0), and a three credit Work Experience (89.1290.0) component, totaling four credits for successful 
completion of one full year.

Internships are available in many 
career areas.  Some include accounting, law, law enforcement, engineering, education, computer technology, television/radio 
broadcasting, nursing, physical therapy, sports medicine, athletic training, sales and marketing, public relations and child psy-
chology. Students earn 1 or 2 credits for the experience.  Weekly seminars, daily internship experiences, weekly logs, reflective 
journals, research, and the completion of a portfolio and senior project are some of the criteria used to determine the studentõs 
performance level.

Members of 
the department continually search for meaningful laboratory exercises that will allow students the opportunity to 
blend what they have learned with the processes and content that will give them a full understanding of the natural 
world; preparing them for future classes in college if they go in that direction or become immediate contributors to 
the Hereford community.   

2509500   CONCEPTS OF PHYSICAL SCIENCE AS APPLIED TO BIOLOGY                  1  CREDIT  
This course is designed to provide students with the fundamental background knowledge in concepts of physics and chemistry necessary for a comprehensive 
understanding of the biological topics they will encounter in Grade 10.  Students in this sequence will take biology and the biology HSA in grade 10 and chem-
istry or another elective science in grade 11.. 



2510000 BIOLOGY                          1  CREDIT  
Biology provides students with an understanding of living things in their environment and how molecules and cells provide for the basis of life.  Activities include 
laboratory investigations, data analysis, and technical writing.  The High School Assessment (HSA)  measures theh Indicators of the Essential Curriculum on 
which this course is based.  Passing the biology HSA is a requirement for a Maryland state high school diploma 

2510004 BIOLOGY (HON ORS)                               1  CREDIT  
Honors Biology emphasizes a conceptual approach to an in-depth study of living things and their environment with a high-level of independent and team work.  
The High School Assessment (HSA) measures the Indicators of the Essential Curriculum on which this course is based.  Passing the Biology HSA is a require-
ment for a Maryland State High School diploma. Prerequisite: Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Algebra II. 

2510005 BIOLOGY (G & T)                                    1  CREDIT  

Provides a high level introduction to Biology, using a college level text and laboratory activities.  A project or term paper will be required.  The High School 
Assessment (HSA) measures the Indicators of the Essential Curriculum on which this course is based.  Passing the Biology HSA is a requirement for a Mary-
land State High School diploma. Prerequisite: Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Algebra II, GT Geometry 9. 

2511000 CHEMISTRY (STANDARD)                         1  CREDIT  
Gr. 10 or 11; The fundamentals of Chemistry with relevant laboratory applications are investigated.  Topics include atomic theory and structure, chemical bond-
ing and reactions, and the writing of formulas and equations.  Prerequisite: Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Algebra II or Geometry.  

2511004 CHEMISTRY (HONORS)                   1  CREDIT  
Gr. 10 or 11; Similar to Standard Chemistry but includes quantitative and qualitative fundamentals of chemistry.  Students do an in-depth study of redox reac-
tions, thermodynamics and acid-base equilibria.  Prerequisite: Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Algebra II, Geometry or GT Mathemat-
ics 10 and Teacher recommendation.  

2511005 CHEMISTRY (GT)                              1  CREDIT   
Gr. 10 or 11;  Includes quantitative and qualitative fundamentals of chemistry with an emphasis on computational and problem solving skills.  The laboratory 
program stresses qualitative, as well as analytical chemistry.  Prerequisite: Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Honors Geometry, or 
GT Mathematics 10 and Teacher recommendation.  

2565100 EARTH/SPACE SCIENCE                  1  CREDIT  
Gr. 10; Involves students in instructional activities concerning geology, oceanography, astronomy and meteorology.  Includes laboratory activities that have 
students investigating characteristics of materials and principles of science.

11 or 12;  A laboratory investigation of motion, force, electricity and magnetism for students who intend to specialize in any type of technical or scientific en-
deavor.  Prerequisite:  Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Trigonometry/Analytical Geometry is required.    

2512004 PHYSICS (HONORS)                      1  CREDIT  
Gr. 11 or 12;  Includes all topics in standard Physics as well as topics selected in friction, electromagnetic induction and modern Physics.  Mathematical skills 
include the use of trigonometry, vectors, proofs and derivations.  Prerequisite: Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Trigonometry/Analytical 
Geometry.     

2512005 PHYSICS (GT)                                    1  CREDIT  
Gr. 11 or 12;  Emphasizes mathematical treatment of the fundamental Laws of Physics.   There is considerable emphasis on the development of computational 
and problem solving skills along with quantitative laboratory skills .  Uses a college text. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Trigonometry/Analytical Geometry. 

2530200 ENVIRONMENTA L SCIENCE                          1  CREDIT  
Gr. 11 or 12;  Emphasizes a laboratory approach to the study of the environment along with specific case studies, relating primarily to issues involving the Chesa-
peake Bay.   Prerequisite:  Successful completion   

2548100 FORENSIC SCIENCE                     .5  CREDIT  
Gr. 11 or 12;  A course in problem solving using the scientific method, and the tools of a scientist, to solve mysteries encountered by detectives in many fields.  
Prerequisites:  Successful completion of Biology and Earth/Space Science,  Environmental Science or Chemistry  

2571000 ASTRONOMY                                                 1  CREDIT  
Gr. 11 or 12;  A survey of the objects in the Universe with an emphasis on bodies found in our own Solar System and Galaxy and the events and forces that have 
created and maintained what we find today.  Prerequisite: Successful completion of Biology and Earth/Space Science, Environment Biology or Chemistry.   

2550204 HUMAN ANATOM Y AND PHYSIOLOGY (HONORS)                 1  CREDIT  
Gr. 11 and 12; An investigation of the organs and systems of the human body and their reactions to stimuli incurred in the aging process, for better or worse.  
Dissections of lower mammalian forms are expected.  Any Prerequisite: Successful completion of Biology, Chemistry and Physics.  

2510706 BIOLOGY (ADV ANCED PLACEMENT)           2  CREDITS 
Gr. 12; A college level course for those highly motivated students planning on attending college.  Lab and reading intensive,  Prerequisites: Honors/GT Biol-
ogy, Chemistry and Physics, and Trigonometry/Analytical Geometry   

2517906 CHEMISTRY (A DVANCED PLACEMENT)             2  CREDITS   
Gr.11 or 12;  A college level course for those highly motivated students planning to pursue a science oriented major.  Course is strong in abstract theory and 
laboratory application.  Prerequisites:  Honors/GT Biology, Chemistry and Physics, and Trigonometry/ Analytic Geometry  

2512906  PHYSICS (AD VANCED PLACEMENT)             2  CREDITS 
Gr. 11 or 12;  A college level course designed to prepare students to take the Physics C level AP Exam.  Mechanics, electricity and magnetism provide for the 
main thrust of the course.  Prerequisites: Honors/GT Biology, Chemistry and Physics, and Calculus. 

2530206 ENVIRONMENTA L SCIENCE (ADVANCED PLACEMENT)                 1  CREDIT  
Gr.11 or 12; A college level course designed to prepare highly motivated students to achieve well on the Advanced Placement Exam.  A systems style approach 
is implemented to address specific issues occurring in varied ecosystems with an emphasis on human encroachment.  Prerequisites: Honor Biology, Chemis-
try and Physics, and Trigonometry/ Analytic Geometry. 

Social Studies 
The mission of the Hereford High School Social Studies Department is to prepare students to be responsible and productive citizens of both 
our democratic, pluralistic society and the 21st century world. 

To graduate students must achieve success in social studies in all four years of high school.  In grade 9 students take American Government 
and prepare for the Maryland High School Assessment in government.  In grade 10 students study World History and in grade 11 United 
States History.  The grade 12 requirement for social studies is a ½ credit course entitled Economics and Public Issues.  All of these courses are 
offered at the standard, honors and gifted and talented instructional levels.  In grades 10, 11 and 12 Advanced Placement courses in World 
History, United States History and Economics are the Gifted and Talented offerings at those respective grades.

1514006 ADVANCED PLA CEMENT ECONOMICS                                      1  CREDIT 
Prerequisite:  The grade of A or B in Calculus or the grade of A or B in Honors College Algebra and Honors Trigonometry as well as the grade of A or B in Hon-
ors or AP US History.  
This course meets the requirement for Economics and Public Issues in grade 12.  It is designed to prepare students to take two advanced placement examina-
tions for college credit, Microeconomics and Macroeconomics.  Course content is based upon the demands of the examination and the processes required for 
success on the examination.  Open to students in grade 12.   

1511606 ADVANCED PLA CEMENT UNITED STATES  HISTORY WITH SAT PREP                                      
          1 .5  CREDITS(AP US HISTORY)  .5  CREDI T (SAT PREP)  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of AP World History   
This course meets the requirement for United States History in grade 11.  It is designed to prepare students to take an advanced placement examination for 
college credit.  Course content is based upon the demands of the examination and the processes required for success on the examination. This course is sched-
uled in conjunction with PSAT/SAT 11 (8009150).  Students are prepared for the PSAT from the beginning of the school year until the date of the PSAT.  The AP 
United States History course is offered from the day following the PSAT until the AP US History examination in May.  Students are then prepared to take toe SAT 
I in June.  Open to students in grades 11 and 12.   

1510005/1510006 GT/A DVANCED PLACEMENT WORLD HISTORY                                2  CREDIT  
This course meets the requirement for World History in grade 10.  This is the entry-level course for the Advanced Placement courses in history.  In this course 
students will focus not only on the content of world history, but also on the skills of expository writing, document analysis, test taking and reading that are essen-
tial to success in all of the advanced placement courses in history.  Successful completion of this course is a prerequisite for entry into all other advanced place-
ment courses in history.  It is designed to prepare students to take an advanced placement examination for college credit.  Course content is based upon the 
demands of the examination and the processes required for success on the examination.  Open to students in grades 10, 11 and 12. 

1520306 ADVANCED PLA CEMENT EUROPEAN HISTORY                                       1  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of AP World History and/or AP US History  
This course is designed to prepare students to take an advanced placement examination for college credit.  Course content is based upon the demands of the 
examination and the processes required for success on the examination.  Open to students in grades 11 and 12. 

1513006 ADVANCED PLA CEMENT PSYCHOLOGY                                          1  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: The grade of A or B in AP or Honors World History and/or AP or Honors United States History. 
This course is designed to prepare students to take an advanced placement examination for college credit.  Course content is based upon the demands of the 
examination and the processes required for success on the examination.  Open to students in grades 11 and 12.   

1550306 ADVANCED PLACEMENT GOVERNMENT             1  CREDIT  
Prerequisite: The grade of A or B in AP or Honors World History and/or AP or Honors United States History.  
This course is designed to take an advanced placement examination for college credit in U.S. Government and Politics.  Course content will be based on de-
mands of the examination processes required for success on the examination.  Open to students in grades 11 and 12.. 

1513000 PSYCHOLOGY                 .5  CREDIT  
This course introduces students to psychology and the different approaches to the study of this social science.  This course allows students to examine the devel-
opment of individuality and relate it to their own personal development.  Open to students in grades 11 and 12. 

1516000 ARCHAEOLOGY                     .5  CREDIT  
This course is an introduction to the social science of archaeology.  Students learn about the methods of the archaeologist and have an opportunity to apply 
these methods at an archaeological dig site.  Open to students in grades 10, 11 and 12. 

1518100 FILMS AND HI STORY                 .5  CREDIT     
For many Americans, movie dramatizations are their primary source of knowledge about many events in the past.  But how accurate are they?  In this course 
students will develop criteria for judging the accuracy of historical films.  They will then view and analyze several movies that portray various periods of history.  
Research on life during historical eras and reviews of movie criticism will be included.  Students will assess the results of research to analyze each film for histori-
cal accuracy.  This will enable them to determine if these movies about a historical period can be viewed for educational value, as well as raise questions that 
they should consider whenever they again watch a film portraying the past.  Open to students in grades 11 and 12. 

1518004 PHILOSOPHY                .5  CREDIT   
1518064 PHILIOSOPHY A/B                .5  CREDIT  
This course examines philosophical questions about the nature of being, the mind, ethical behavior, and life.  A range of important philosophical systems and 
several ethical dilemmas that have consistently perplexed people throughout history will be examined.  This course should appeal to students who have a strong 
interest in questions rather than answers, the unknown rather than the known, and ideas rather than facts.  Open to students in grades 11 and 12. 



 

1519100 FACING HISTO RY AND OURSELVES                .5  CREDIT  
This course strives to develop an appreciation for justice, a concern for interpersonal understanding, and sensitivity for those who have been wronged.  Students 
will identify historical patterns of injustice and racism in order to connect the past with the present.  Students will increase understandings of human behavior in 
order to recognize different forms of prejudice and discrimination.  A case study for this course will be the Holocaust.  Open to students in grades 10, 11 and 12. 

1524000 MILITARY HIS TORY                    .5  CREDIT  
This course gives students an opportunity to enrich their study of World History and United States History by analyzing the meanings, motivations, and methods 
underlying war in different societies over time.  The course investigates the development of military institutions within a global and comparative framework looking 
at basic principles of warfare, the theories of war, leadership, strategy and tactics and the changing nature of warfare.  Case studies will highlight the political, 
cultural, social and technological factors that have influenced military actions throughout history.  Open to students in grades 9, 10, 11 and 12. 

1530400 HISTORY THROUGH SPORTS                       .5  CREDIT  
Using sports as a catalyst, students analyze United States history during the twentieth century.  Special emphasis is placed on social history and the insights 
sports can produce regarding the conditions and attitudes of historical eras.  The course culminates with analysis of contemporary issues related to sports, such 
as substance abuse, the status awarded to athletes, and public financing of sports facilities.  Open to students in grades 10, 11 and 12. 

1560200 JUVENILE JUS TICE                         .5  CREDIT  
This course will help students to develop successful patterns of behavior by making them more aware of what triggers conflict and confrontation, by improving 
their understanding of legal terminology, by providing them with a greater sense of self-awareness and understanding of rules, and by increasing their skills in 
communication.  While examining issues and problems that affect our society, students will develop a sense of citizenship and responsibility.  Open to students in 
grades 9, 10, 11 and 12. 

Technology  
GRADUATION CREDIT COURSES  

5512500  INTRO.TO ENGINEERING TECHNOLOGY  CONCEPTS(IETC)                  1  CREDIT  
This course is designed to correlate with BCPS Algebra I and II, Geometry and Concepts of Physical Science offered in grade 9.  The course focuses on building 
technological literacy and the ability to apply fundamental technical, physics, chemistry, algebra and geometry knowledge and skills to engineering problems and 
business enterprise simulation activities.  Individual and group hands-on engineering problem-solving activities are a central element of the course. 

5535004  ENGINEERING TECHNOLOGY HONORS                       1  CREDIT  
This course is designed for students in grade 10 only with career goals in advanced professional/technical areas such as medicine, biotechnology, or engineer-
ing. Instruction and activities develop knowledge and skills in  material, electronic, and drawing technologies. An engineering research problem is developed by 
each student as a central course activity. Successful completion of or concurrent enrollment in Honors Chemistry and Honors Geometry are recommended for 
this course. 

55.5005  ENGINEERING TECHNOLOGY GT                      1  CREDIT  
This course covers topics in a variety of engineering disciplines.  This course examines the methods and processes used in the civil, surveying, construction, 
biotechnical, electrical, mechanical, and other engineering fields.  Topics include soil mechanics, project management, technical organization, and measurement 
equipment.  Course content and activities parallel  GT Physics and AP Physics courses.  Successful completion or concurrent enrollment in GT/AP Physics and 
Calculus are recommended before enrollment in this course.  

ADVANCED TECHNOLOGY COURSES 

5515000 ADVANCED TEC HNOLOGICAL APPLICATIONS            1  CREDIT  
This course includes units on Information & Communication Technology, Bio & Agriculture Technology, Medical Technology, and Entertainment and Recreation 
technologies. This course used to be called Communication Technology. 

5516000 ADVANCED DES IGN APPLICATIONS             1  CREDIT  
This course includes Power, Energy, Transportation, Manufacturing, and Construction Technologies.  This course used to be called P.E.T. 

5585004 ENGINEERING DESIGN AND RESEARCH             1  CREDIT  
This course is the capstone grade 12 experience.  Designed for students in advanced physics and pre-calculus/calculus based mathematics. 



ELECTIVES  

5540104  DRAFTING AN D CAD TECHNOLOGY             1  CREDIT  
This course is designed to develop skills and knowledge in technical drawing areas such as: sketching, technical drawing and illustration, machine draw-
ing, architectural drawing, pictorial drawing, and surveying.  CAD (Computer Aided Drawing) processes are an integral part of course activities. The 
course will include:

5542004  ARCHITECTUR AL DRAFTING AND DESIGN            1  CREDIT

nancing, room planning, floor plans, elevations, details and sections, electrical design considerations, and presentational drawings. The course will in-
clude:

5514104  MANUFACTURI NG TECHNOLOGY             1  CREDIT  
This course focuses on Manufacturing Technology as it is applied in high-volume and limited production environments.  This application of machine tool-
ing and fixture technology is applied in product production activities. Products are constructed using primarily woodworking tool in the manufacturing lab.  
The course will include:

5515104  INTRODUCTION TO RADIO AND TELEVISION                                         1  CREDIT  
This course develops skill and knowledge in the use of telecommunication technology systems to design and produce radio and television programming. 
Course topics include: television and radio enterprise structures, functions and careers, program development and writing, program production, cameras, light-
ing, sound, and set design and construction. Small-group and individual radio and television program production activities are an integral part of the course. 
Communication Technology is a prerequisite for this course.

World Languages 
The World Language Department at Hereford High School offers courses in French, Latin, and Spanish. A proficiency 
approach is used in teaching the modern foreign languages. Teachers stress the spoken language in beginning and interme-
diate levels (I-IV) although reading and writing also play an integral part. In advanced levels (V-VI), teachers incorporate 
more literature, history, and culture and also prepare students for Advanced Placement Examinations. 

In Latin a comprehensive approach enables students to gain greater insights into their own language as well as the Ro-
mance languages. Level I focuses on grammar and Roman culture. In succeeding levels, excerpts from Caesar, Cicero, and 
V irgil are read. F requently students take one or tw o levels of L atin to prepare them selves better for SA T õs.   

Many students study more than one world language during their high school career. Students who have successfully com-
pleted three years of one language may enroll in level I-II of another language, thus completing two years in one. These 
students as well as all those enrolled in levels IV, V, and VI receive honors credit for their foreign language courses.  Stu-
dents enrolled in Spanish and French levels V and VI receive GT/AP credit 

3010100  LATIN I                                                     1  CREDIT  
This course is an introduction to the study of a classical language.  Vocabulary, grammar, ancient Roman culture, and English derivations are the primary focus of the 
course.  Latin I provides a foundation that enables students to progress to succeeding levels. 

3010200   LATIN I I                   1  CREDIT  
This course is designed to provide a smooth transition from Latin I. As with Latin I, grammar, vocabulary, ancient Roman culture,  and English derivations make up the 
core of the course.  In addition, translations about life in the Roman Empire are an integral part of the course. Prerequisite: successful completion of Latin I. 

3010104 LATIN I / I I  H ONORS                        1  CREDIT  
This course is for students who have successfully completed at least three levels of another foreign language with an A/B average.  It is recommended that interested 
students speak with the Latin instructor prior to registering for this course. 

3010300  LATIN I I I                          1  CREDIT  
The third level Latin course is an intermediate course.  It continues to reinforce communicative skills in the first two levels and acts as a bridge to upper level study.  
Students will increase their knowledge of the Latin language while studying the practices and products of Roman culture.  Selected historical and literary figures from 
ancient Rome become a focus for Latin III.  Prerequiste: successful completion of Latin II.  
 

3020200 FRENCH I I                                 1  CREDIT  
French II continues the development of linguistic proficiency and cultural sensitivity introduced in French I.  Students broaden their communication skills within the con-
text of telephoning, shopping, traveling, visiting a French family, and dining.  Students deepen their appreciation of Francophone cultures with emphasis on Paris, 
Provence, and Martinique. Prerequisite: successful completion of French I. 

3021104   FRENCH I / I I  HONORS                 1  CREDIT  
This course is for students who have successfully completed at least three levels of another foreign language.  Students are placed in a level II class where 
because of their language background, they are expected to quickly excel.  It is recommended that students work individually with the level II teacher prior to the 
beginning of the course. 

3020300   FRENCH I I I                               1  CREDIT  
F rench III broadens studentsô com m unication skills w hile deepening their cultural sensitivity through an integrated approach.  Vocabulary and grammar are pre-
sented within the context of education, health, childhood, and everyday life.  Students deepen their understanding of the Francophone world with emphasis on 
Northern Africa, Quebec, and Provence.  French literature is introduced through several short stories. 
 
3020304   FRENCH I I I  HONORS (GRADE 9 ONLY)               1  CREDIT  
This course contains all the material from the standard level III curriculum, but is far more challenging. It will move at a faster pace with additional material, more rigorous 
assessments, and activities similar to the level IV course. The course is for incoming students from the middle school who have successfully completed the enrichment 
packets allowing them to pass directly to the third level from the first level. Also, students may enroll who have successfully completed French II at high school level, but 
only w ith their current teacherôs and departm ent chairôs recom m endation.   

3020404  FRENCH IV                                                1  CREDIT  

French IV Honors provides a transition between the lower levels and the AP courses.  It emphasizes the use of French to develop the skills of listening, speaking, read-
ing, and writing.  Music and video strengthen listening skills.  There is extensive conversational practice.  There are a variety of readings about contemporary French 
culture, as well as fables, short stories, and an authentic abridged French novel, Les Misérables. Prerequisite: successful completion of French III. 



Advanced Placement French is designed to provide intensive study of the French language and culture while preparing students 
for the Advanced Placement Exam.  Both courses described below are needed to fully prepare for the French AP language exam.   

3020506,  FRENCH V GT/AP LA FRANCE                1  CREDIT  
This course offers advanced students a thorough understanding of the influences that shaped French civilization while expanding their vocabulary and language 
skills.  Students explore important people, fine art pieces, and literary works from prehistoric times to the present.  The completion of the course, along with AP Le 
Monde Francophonie, prepares the student for the AP language examination. Prerequisite: successful completion of French IV. 

3020606   FRENCH VI  GT/AP LE MONDE FRANCOPHONIE                       1  CREDIT  
This course is for students who want to better express their thoughts and reactions in French in order to be a part of a unique world ï la Francophonie.  The course 
features high interest topics, an effective and uniquely sequenced review of selected grammatical points, and a thorough integration of language and culture.  The 
completion of this course, along with AP La France, prepares the student for the AP language exam. Prerequisite: successful completion of French IV. 

3030100 SPANISH 1                           1  CREDIT  
This introductory Spanish course focuses on the use of speaking, writing, listening, and reading.  Thematic units include: friendship, school, sports/leisure activities, 
food, family, clothing, and vacation. Students work with many authentic materials and also read a short story.  An introduction to Hispanic culture is presented 
throughout the course.  OPEN TO STUDENTS IN GRADES 10, 11, OR 12 ONLY 

3030200  SPANISH I I                       1  CREDIT  
This course continues the development of linguistic proficiency and culture introduced in Spanish I.  Students broaden their communication skills within the context of 
a variety of topics including the house, health, the city and surroundings, entertainment, food, environment and celebrations.  An overview of the Hispanic culture is 
presented. T he reader ñM ayan S afariò w ill be read in this class. P rerequisite: successful com pletion of S panish I. 

3031204 SPANISH I / I I  HONORS                                    1  CREDIT  
This course is for students who have successfully completed at least three levels of another foreign language.  Students are placed in a level II class where because 
of their language background, they are expected to quickly excel.  It is recommended that students work individually with the level II teacher prior to the beginning of 
the course 

3030300 SPANISH I I I                       1  CREDIT  
Spanish III places emphasis on oral and written proficiency.  Students broaden their communication skills by acquiring new vocabulary on familiar themes: school, 
daily routines, clothing, leisure activities, childhood, special occasions, luxuries and necessities, movies and TV and the future.  Students are exposed to authentic 
cultural topics by regularly view ing an educational ñsoap opera.ò  T he reader ñA lejandroò w ill be read in this class and the video series ñD estinosò w ill be started at this 
level. Prerequisite: successful completion of Spanish II. 
 
3030304 SPANISH I I I  HONORS  (GRADE 9 ONLY)        1  CREDIT   
This course contains all the material from the standard level III curriculum, but is far more challenging. It will move at a faster pace with additional material, more 
rigorous assessments, and activities similar to the level IV course. The course is for incoming students from the middle school who have successfully completed the 
enrichment packets allowing them to pass directly to the third level from the first level.

Advanced Placement Spanish is designed to provide intensive study of the Spanish language and culture while preparing 
students for the Advanced Placement Exam.  Both courses described below are needed to be fully prepared for the Spanish AP 
language exam.            

3030506 SPANISH V GT/AP GALERIA                    1  CREDIT  
Galería is designed to further studentsô progress in the developm ent of the four language skills, w hile deepening their insight into Hispanic culture through the expo-
sure to works by modern writers of the Spanish-speaking w orld. T he video series ñD estinosò w ill be concluded at this level.  T he  students will also read a simplified 
novel of an Hispanic author.  Prerequisite: successful completion of Spanish IV.  

3030606 SPANISH VI  G T/AP CONEXIONES             1  CREDIT  
Conexiones features high interest topics, an effective and uniquely sequenced review of selected grammatical points, and a thorough integration of language and 
culture. The students will be required to read a simplified novel of an Hispanic author.  The completion of this course, along with AP Galeria, prepares the student for 
the AP Language exam.  Prerequisite: successful completion of Spanish IV.
